Both state and Central Govt. provides funds for development of Handloom Sector.

Mission & Vision :-


This office (as seen from the incumbency chart) has been established since 1.2.1962 and the A.D.T.-cum-ARCS is the head of the office. This has also additional function as principal officer of the weavers cooperative societies, coming under Sambalpur and Bargarh District.

This establishment is functioning from 1.2.1962 to look after the Handloom activities of both Sambalpur and Bargarh District. Allocation of Business :-


To achieve the aims and object of the office both the Tech. & Non-Tech. Staff have been entrusted for smooth management of the office works as well as to streamline the field functionaries but in view of financial and physical abolutin of base level post each staff is soldered with multiple activities under the supervision of Head Clerk, weaving supervision and SARCS. Till now 06 nos. of Inspector and I nos. of weaving mystery are laying vacant.


Establishment Section – The ESFF Section is dealt by a senior clerk under the direct super vision of Head Clerk. He is dealing with personal file of the staff with sanction of C.L., E.L. increment etc with preparation of pension paper, fixation of pay etc of the staff only.


Account Section – This section is also in-charge of a seminar clerk who is also under the direct supervision of H.C. he is dealing with preparation of bill of staff pay, T.A., RCM F.A.  Annual Budget etc.

Tech Section – The Tech. section is an important section of this office and it is under the charge of a weaving supervisor who is having quantisation of diploma in Textiles Technology. He is dealing with all schemes of both central and state Govt. for the welfare of the weavers.

Legal :- Being the Addl. Power given to the A.D.T., was ARCS legal Section also plays a vital  uncle role in this office. This section in under the change of a I.T. under the close supervision of SARCS. He deals with defection, dispute, E.P. Audit, Inspection, other mis-correspondence on functioning of P.W.C.S.

Banking :- This section is also dealt by one I.T. and works under supervision of the SARCS of this office. He dealt with financial activities of P.W.C.S. functioning under this zone and submit claim proposal on Rebate, M.I. etc to the 9.7.H (O)

Statistics :- This section is dealt by a primy Investigator under the supervision of SARCS. He is dealing with submission of production report of PWCS to higher quarter. He is submitting all reports relating to functioning of PWCS under Sambalpur & Bargarh District. He is also given Addl. Case of Welfare activities scheme such as MGBBY and HLS.

Misc – Correspondence – This section is dealt by a Junior Clerk under direct supervision SARCS. He is dealing with all correspondence with WCS and T.P. T.D. of all T.T. and Inspection of WCS.


Beside this the I.T. & weaving mistrics have been posted in the filed level (in each Blocks) to supervise the functioning of PWCS / SHGs and individual weavers for their welfare. They are also maintaining liassions at Block level, and also attending the BLBC, SGSY, meeting. At the end of the month they are submitting the report and return of the PWCS as well as their performances. They are also looks after the different scheme & training programme implemented by State and Central Government on Handloom activities in their respective Block.


The A.D.T. being the Head of the establishment he is monitoring all activities of the Zone and also declared as D.D.O. of this Estt. The address of the main office is as follows :-
